The team of 10 carried four 
rucksacks, two ammo cans, two water jugs 
and a litter weighing 100  pounds. With 
these items in hand, they had to run three-
fourths of a mile over rough terrain. Before 
Dalton started, the teams witnessed several 
other schools drag their feet toward the fin-
ish line. They were nervous, but ready. The 
female team finished in first place.

The last event of the day was tug of 
war. All the schools competing that day 
gathered on the football field prepared to 
win. The Dalton Raiders cheered on their 
teams every time they were up. Team Four, 
a mixed team, won second place after 
competing against 12  other mixed teams, 
including Dalton High’s Team Three, 
another Raider mixed team. Team Two won 
first place in tug of war against two other 
female teams.

Although competition was tough and not 
every team won a trophy, the teams’ bonds 
became stronger.
