NFL TV networks to give free ads

The Colin Kaepernick-led player protests may 
be hurting the NFL broadcast networks where its 
hurts them the most: in the pocketbook. With NFL 
TV ratings plunging by double-digits over the first 
quarter of the 2016 season, some networks are 
being forced to provide so-called “make-goods” 
to advertisers. When advertisers and ad agencies 
buy commercial time on NFL broadcasts, they’re 
promised certain numbers in terms of ratings and 
audiences. If the game fails to reach those numbers, 
the networks have to “make good” for the audience 
shortfall by providing the equivalent of free com-
mercial time.

Cops says she feared to 
use gun while being beaten

A Chicago police officer who is hospitalized 
after she was severely beaten said she was afraid to 
use her gun because of the scrutiny she would have 
faced, Superintendent Eddie Johnson said. Police 
responded to a car crash on the city’s West Side 
where officers encountered a man they say was 
violent and under the influence of drugs. Three 
officers were hospitalized in the incident. One 
officer who was severely beaten told Johnson she 
was afraid for her life but also was afraid to use 
lethal force with all of the attention on the police 
department’s previous actions and fatal incidents.
